A word from the Bishop
Dear Friends,

The last few months have witnessed shocking natural disasters in various parts of the world: floods in Pakistan and Australia and earthquakes in New Zealand, Japan and on the Thai-Burmese border. The quake off the coast of Japan, and the ensuing tsunami have horrified us with the enormity of the scale of devastation. Our son, who worked in Japan for many years, happened to be visiting Tokyo when the quake struck and was commissioned by the media companies for which he works to visit the most badly stricken areas. His reports and tweets of the extent of the devastation have been forcible reminders that humanity is not as in control as we so often assume we are. It takes the dreadful force of nature to put us in our place.

I have assured Bishop Victoria Matthews of Christchurch and the Primate of the Anglican Church of Japan that we have been and are praying for them and the people of the communities affected. 

The tsunami which knocked out the cooling apparatus in the Fukushima nuclear power stations has been a warning to us all of the dangers inherent in ‘clean’ energy. In the British Isles that kind of nuclear reactor isn’t used, and the alternative of burning fossil fuels depletes resources and pollutes the atmosphere. 

But the real question mark that hangs over energy from nuclear fuel is not so much the power stations themselves (Chernobyl, Five-mile Island and Fukushima notwithstanding) but what you do with the waste products which need to be re-processed and 2 safely stored for hundreds of years. When I consider that prospect, moving towards a higher dependency on renewables seems a small price to pay. 

You may have read what I wrote in TOGETHER recently about growth. Well, I have been surprised by some statistics which reveal that between 1989 and 2009 this Diocese declined in numbers by a greater proportion than any other diocese of the Church of England: we are down 40% over that 20-year period. 

There will, of course, be some who excuse this by saying that the Island was probably more religious than England in 1989. Then

there will be others who respond that, since the Island’s population grew significantly during that period, the decline is actually worse! So let’s just take it on the chin: we’ve been in decline for two decades, and we may have been complacent about it. 

Let’s be absolutely clear: that decline is going to be halted and reversed. 

I will play my part to the full but unless all of us put our shoulders to the wheel, we’ll be wasting our energies: ahead of us is teamwork in the gospel, involving all of us without exception. Some may have to stop playing at Church and take faith in Christ more seriously so that it gets into the parts that it hasn’t reached lately “Together making Christ visible” is our strap-line, and it’s what we are about. If what people see is a Christian community turned in on itself or more bothered 
with protecting personal preferences than with sharing the good news that God loves them, then we should not wonder if people walk away, for that would be 
the sensible thing to do.

If what people see in you and me is Christ, then they will ask questions, and they will recognise Christians as good news. Lord, renew your Church in the likeness of Christ and begin with me!
